November 2008 -- Migrant Voices is back with another community theatre production this December having staged three successfully since the inception of the arts group in April 2006. It joins hands with Drama Box once again to present Let Me Off! to be staged on Dec 14 at The Arts House. 

Culled from real-life experiences through our weekly workshops, Let Me Off! features a talented cast and crew of Singaporeans and migrant workers from Indonesia, the Philippines, Bangladesh, Nepal and India. The play explores the many pertinent issues revolving around employers and their domestic workers. In the play, the employer Mrs. Liew decides to re-enter the workforce after being away from it for 10 years. Holding a full-time job means she would need help to manage her two-storey house, do the dishes, walk the dog and more importantly, to take care of her daughter, Catherine who's in primary school. Enter Ira, the domestic worker from Indonesia.

Ira is happy with the Liew family, and is especially fond of her young charge whom she gradually forges a special bond with. She works hard six days a week and gets Sundays off. One day, Ira is invited to a weekend concert, headlined by her favourite movie superstar. Will Mrs Liew let her go?

This, and many other questions, will surface as the play unfolds, and members of the audience will be invited to take on the roles of characters on stage and provide their answers. The play will have its fair share of poignant moments and a hopping Bollywood dance number. 

The play is held to commemorate International Migrant's Day on Dec 14 and is directed by Rei Poh, an associate artiste with Drama Box, and co-directed by Sha Najak (Migrant Voices). It is adapted and extended by Sha Najak and Kok Heng Leun (Drama Box) from a script entitled Let Me Go! by The Necessary Stage.
